AUDOCRON uses a 9-Voit A y which id last about
ne monhe. Don't use Non-Alkalne b.rloncs {Note "N-.vy Duty”' =
OOeE HO1 Maan alkcaline)

Near the end of the baltery’s life the lamp will get dimmer and the
chime softer, because of this and for convenience we recommend
changng the batlery évery 6 months when you are reselting the time
for daykght savings
