First Grading Period

5. ldentify differences between various cultural groups (i.e., European,
Eurasian, Indian, Southeast Asian, Middle Eastern, African, Native
American).

6. Recognize reasons that cultural groups develop or settle in specific
physical environments.

7. Identify how early writing forms in Mesopotamia, Egypt, and the
Indus Valley influenced life (i.e., legal, religious, and culture).
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
