When you enter your requests in Home Access Center, you will see some classes listed
with the word “Block” in the course title and course numbers that end with “7.” Block
courses represent full-year courses. For example, if you wish to enroll in English 10,
which is listed as HEO221 first semester and HE0222 second semester, you will actually
enroll in English 10 Block, HE0227.

Use the Course Offering Book and Planning Guide to determine course numbers and
course titles.
